2D RECONNAISSANCE BATTALION COMMAND SCREENING CHECKLIST

1.
Purpose.  To assist candidates and units in the selection, preparation, conduct, and administrative duties, which will allow a smooth transition for Marines volunteering for duty with 2d Reconnaissance Battalion.

2.
Information.  The Reconnaissance Marine is responsible for the conduct of amphibious reconnaissance, distant ground reconnaissance, surveillance and battlefield shaping in support of the Marine division and its subordinate elements.  Recon Marines are also capable of performing limited small unit special operations when directed.  He is the nucleus of a reconnaissance team or assault force within the Reconnaissance Battalion.  In addition to basic Infantry skills, he is responsible for highly refined scouting and patrolling skills.  He must also possess advanced proficiency in scout swimming, small boat operations, close combat skills, helicopter and submarine insertion/extraction techniques, assault climbing, demolitions, forward observer procedures for supporting arms, initial terminal guidance operations for helicopter borne, airborne, and waterborne forces, communications, photography, threat weapons and equipment identification, and various point and area reconnaissance and surveillance, and amphibious reconnaissance operations.  Marines assigned to direct action teams, possess advanced CQB skills and raiding techniques.  Selected reconnaissance men are further trained as static line and free fall parachutists and open and closed circuit divers.  Non commissioned Officers are assigned as reconnaissance or assault team leaders, and may be qualified as jumpmasters, dive supervisors, and HRST masters.

3.
Action.  The following checklist must be returned to 2d Reconnaissance Battalion, on the screening date.  The Marine’s Chain of Command will ensure that this checklist is fully completed and that all the information is correct.  Incomplete information will result in the Marine not being screened.  The Commanding Officer of 2d Reconnaissance Battalion reserves the right to reject any Marine he may feel has failed to meet the requirements to be a Reconnaissance Marine.

Physical Screenings.  Physical screenings consist of a USMC Physical Fitness Test and a modified CWS-1 swim test, and are scheduled for the following dates:

5. Candidate Prerequisites.

FROM THE MOS MANUAL (MOS 0321, RECON MARINE)

· Must possess a GT score of 105 or higher, 100 min with the understanding that SNM will retake the ASVAB W/105 or higher.

· Must possess 1st class swim qual. SOI Marines may have a 2nd class.

· Must obtain 1st class on PFT. 

· Must have normal color vision, and near visual acuity as per COMNAVMEDCOM.

· Must possess U.S. citizenship.

· Must be eligible for a SECRET clearance.

· Must attend BRC or equivalent MOJT course.

FROM 2D RECON BN

· LCpl – SSgt; 2ndLt – Capt.

· No Courts Martial.

· No NJP w/in last 2 years (if yes, why – SGTMAJ’s decision).

· No negative PG 11’s w/in last year (if yes, why – SGTMAJ’s decision).

· Within Marine Corps height/weight/appearance standards.

· MMEA must be willing to move the Marine to 2d Recon Bn.

· Must have 2 years active duty remaining on contract upon chop to Recon Bn, or sign pg- 11 entry that SNM intends to re-enlist/extend for float cycle.

· SOI Marines, No Security Forces, No Drug waivers, No reservists except for Mobile, AL.

· Must meet all medical requirements (page 3).

* Marines must meet all of the above minimum standards before 2d Recon Bn ever looks at them.

* A screening will be conducted in order to verify all of the above, and to physically screen the Marine to ensure current physical ability. The physical ability of each Marine will be tested by running a 1st class PFT and pass the BRC in-screening (modified S-1 swim qualification. It consists of the following: 500m swim, demonstrating proper stroke techniques (breast and side stroke), 3m tower entry, 30 min. tread, utility life preserver inflation, rubber rifle retrieval from a depth of 12 feet and 25m underwater crossover.

6. Required Equipment. Participants will report in a USMC, seasonally appropriate PT uniform to Area 5 Pool, Camp Lejeune, no later than 0445 on the day of the screening, with all of the following items:

1. Command Screening Checklist (this document)(pages 4-6 only)

2. SRB/OQR, Medical record, ID card, and dog tags

3. (2) sets of serviceable camouflage utilities, (1 for the pool)

4. 1 PR boots, 1 pr of running shoes, 1 set PT gear (grn on grn)

5. USMC Sweats (seasonal), 2 pr of skivvies, 2 Green T shirts

6. 1 towel, 1 ditty bag, Reflective belt, 1 canteen/camelback

7. Orders. Upon successful completion of the screening, SNM’s unit is responsible for starting the orders process to transfer SNM to 2d Reconnaissance Battalion. The following paragraphs provide a guide that will assist in helping their Marines through this process. Please note different paragraphs for different PMOS.


a. SNM will ensure that all information is correct on the screening roster on the day of the screening. 


b. Once the Marine has completed the screening, he will be given a preliminary indication that he has passed, subject to confirmation of Medical Record and Command Screening Check list. 


c. SNM will be told to come to 2d Reconnaissance Bn to pick up the Command Letter confirming that he has indeed passed.

d. If SMN is an 03XX: The Command Letter will be part of an Administrative Action (AA) package requesting orders to 2d Recon, which will be submitted to HQMC, MMEA. Sergeants Major are invited to call the Recon Screening SNCOIC, as well as the Battalion Sergeant Major. It may also be a good idea to call the Marine’s monitor to facilitate movement. Once the Marine arrives at 2d Reconnaissance Battalion, he will be placed in the Reconnaissance Training Platoon (RTP), where he will be taught some basic skills in preparation for the Basic Reconnaissance Course (BRC). It SNM does not graduate BRC, he will be transferred to one an infantry battalion. 

e. If SNM is not an 03XX: The Command Letter will be part of a Lateral Move package, which will be submitted to HQMC MMEA by way of the career planner. Sergeants Major are invited to call the Recon Screening SNCOIC, as well as the Battalion Sergeant Major. It may also be a good idea to call the Marine’s monitor to facilitate movement. Once the Marine arrives at 2d Reconnaissance Battalion, he will be placed in the Reconnaissance Training Platoon (RTP), where he will be taught some basic skills in preparation for the Basic Reconnaissance Course (BRC). The stipulation is that if SNM does not graduate BRC, he will be transferred according to the direction of the MOS Reclassification Board and the Marine’s monitor. 


f. SOI Marines: HQMC/Parris Island will promulgate UH/Y3 List, which lists Marines that have been pre-screened and have successfully completed Recruit training. Once those Marines arrive at SOI on pickup day, A Recon representative will brief the entire pickup company as well as the UH/Y3 Marines. The following day will begin the physical screening test. Upon successful completion of the screening process, SNMs will be identified as Recon candidates and be given the MOS of 0311. These Marines, pending their successful completion of Basic Reconnaissance Course, will become 0321’s and remain at 2d Reconnaissance Battalion. 

    g.  Officers:  Officers must coordinate a face-to-face interview with the Battalion Executive Officer prior to receiving orders to 2d Reconnaissance Battalion.


    h. The SNCOIC of screenings will send a tickler e-mail out to the units who participated to check on the progress of its screened Marines and answer any questions.
