1.  Mission.  To promulgate the Battalion OOD and SOG assignment for the month of June 2002.

2.  Execution
     a.  The Battalion OOD/SOG will be guided in the performance of their duties by the provisions of references (a) and (b).  Prior to assuming duty, the OOD and SOG will thoroughly familiarize themselves with those directives.

     b.  Due to current force protection conditions, the OOD and SOG will post throughout the workday in order to perform guard functions in Sub Area 3.  Uniform for all duty standers is camouflage utilities.     

     c.  The OOD/SOG will report to the Battalion Executive Officer at 0730 for posting and relief on normal working days, and 1600 for additional instruction.  All OOD/SOG’s for weekends and holidays will report in person to the Battalion Executive Officer at 0730 the last working day prior to their duty day.  The OOD’s/SOG’s will perform an informal posting and relief in UTILITIES at 0730 on weekends and holidays.

     d.  OOD’s/SOG’s will ensure that they have qualified or familiarization fired with the 9 mm pistol within 12 months before standing duty.  Exceptions concerning arming of SOG's’will be directed to Battalion Executive Officer.
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     e.  Those who become unavailable for duty are responsible

for providing a suitable replacement, except in the case of extreme emergency and subsequent approval of the Battalion Executive Officer.  In those cases, the supernumerary will be 

posted.  No change to duty assignments will be made without prior approval from the Battalion Executive Officer.

     f.  Supernumeraries are in a duty status.  This means they are not authorized leave.  Normal liberty pertains.  Supernumeraries must be available on short notice.

     g.  Supernumeraries will be posted in emergencies (i.e.:  OOD/SOG is incapable of standing duty because of illness).  The Supernumeraries will not be posted for “convenience” to switch an OOD/SOG.

     h.  The OOD Supernumeraries will conduct an inventory of the Headquarters Battalion Armory no later than the second Monday of the month in accordance with BnO 5330.1.  The Battalion Ordnance Officer will provide guidance and BnO 5330.1 will be consulted prior to conducting the inventory.
