Scheduled Maintenance Bridge Repairs: Impacts Onslow Beach Visitors

Marine Corps Base, Camp Lejeune has needed maintenance repairs scheduled for the Onslow Beach Bridge. The repairs are scheduled for March 10th through the 31st, 2008 and May 27th through June 30th, 2008. During this time, services at Onslow Beach will be impacted as follows. 

From March 10th through 31st, the Onslow Beach Bridge will be operational but closed to foot and vehicle traffic from 10 p.m. till 6 a.m. nightly. Rentals of the beach units and RV Park will be available during this time. All daily visitors (non-renters) are required to leave the island by 6 p.m. each day. No one will be permitted to leave the island after 10 p.m. except in case of medical emergencies.
From April 1st through May 26th, 2008, the Onslow Beach Bridge will operate in its normal capacity.

The Onslow Bridge will be locked open for boat traffic but closed to foot and vehicle traffic from May 27th through June 30th, 2008. However, MCCS services will be fully operational. During this time, surf fishing, beach, Onslow Beach Exchange, pavilions and beach lodging rentals (excluding RV's) will be permitted and operational. Last check-in’s are to be completed by 8 p.m. 
Be advised that during this time, personal vehicles will not be permitted to drive on the island. No exceptions will be permitted. Beachgoers and Onslow Beach Guests will be required to park in LZ Falcon (located on the mainland) where a free shuttle service will transport visitors and guests to the launch point for the ferry. The ferry will then take them across the Intracoastal Waterway to Onslow Beach. Once on the Island, a free beach bus service will transport visitors and guests to the Onslow Beach area of their choice. Please note: Guests are advised to leave all pets at home. Pets will not be permitted on the busses or ferry. 
The Ferry Service will be made available from 6 a.m. until 10 p.m. nightly. After 10 p.m., there will be no travel to or from the island until 6 a.m. the following morning.  Ferry service for guests will be on a first come, first serve basis and ferry capacity is limited. Potential delays in service are possible so guests are advised to arrive early or plan to leave the beach later than normal. There is no charge for the service.  Service vehicles will have priority.
