(FSSG per the reference. (35XX 01.01b)

QUTLI NE

1. Marine Division Mdtor Transport.

a. Al major subordinate comrands of the division have notor
transport equi pnent authorized for organizational use. Because
of the limted quantities and specialized roles of that
equi pnent, it will normally not be available for routine
| ogi stical support except when authorized by conpetent
authority.
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(1) The truck conpany consists of a headquarters and three
pl at oons containing two truck sections each, and a nai nt enance
pl atoon. The conpany commander directs and controls all matters
pertaining to conpany adm ni stration and support. The conpany
headquarters supports the conpany conmander in exercising
command and control of the operating elenments in the three truck
pl atoons. The truck conpany is under the admnistrative control
of the headquarters battalion conmander. The division notor
transport officer coordi nates operational tasking of the truck
conpany. He recomrends appropriate enploynent to the conmander,
usual ly via the principal staff officers, as requirenents are
devel oped.

(2) Truck Conpany is a conbat support asset of the Marine
division. It is capable of transporting the assault el enents of
two infantry battalions sinmultaneously. Truck platoons wll
normal |y be attached to or placed in direct support of infantry
regi ments and are capabl e of sustained operations on a 24-hour
basis. Normally the tactical situation will require notor
transport assets of the truck conpany be used to augnent the
limted organic capability of subordinate division units.

(3) The truck conpany is capable of providing
organi zational (1° and 2d echel on) mai ntenance for all organic
equi pnent except communi cati on equi pnment. Both 2d and 3d
echel on mai nt enance for organi c conmuni cati on equi pnment are
provi ded by Communi cati ons Conpany, headquarters battalion,
Marine division. Intermediate (3d and 4'" echel on) mai nt enance
for all other equipnent is provided by maintenance battalion,
force service support group (FSSG .

b. The notor transport section, division headquarters
consists of the division notor transport officer and a snal
adm nistrative staff. The notor transport officer perforns the
general duties of a special staff officer normally under the
cogni zance of the assistant chief of staff (ACS), G4, with
respect to notor transport matters and advi ses the division
commander on the enpl oynent of notor transport assets. The
staff responsibilities of the division notor transport officer
i ncl ude the foll ow ng.

(1) Supervising the planning of technical training and
notor transport related duties and progranms within the division.

(2) Coordination planning for notor transport intelligence
and the di ssem nation thereof.
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(3) Conducting conprehensive anal yses of all notor
transport tasks required to inplenment the comrander’s pl ans.

(4) Maintaining liaison with higher, |ower, and adjacent
commands pertaining to notor transport matters.

(5) Analyzing and evaluating notor transport capabilities
t hr oughout the conmmand.

(6) Coordinating all nmotor transport support requirenents
and directing commtnents, as appropriate, to organizations best
capabl e of providing the support required.

(7) Monitoring and providing technical supervision to al
notor transport requirenents, commtnents, and novenents of
truck conpany, headquarters battalion

(8) Supervising and coordi nating the mai ntenance of
requi red notor transport records and reports.

(9) Devel opi ng, coordination, inplenmenting, and nonitoring
command technical inspections for notor transport.

(10) Monitoring notor transport conbat readiness in al
subor di nate organi zati ons of the conmand.

(11) Reconmendi ng and supervising requirenments for
procurenent, distribution, and storage of notor transport
assets.

(12) Advising the commander of all technical matters
concerning notor transport.

2. Marine Aircraft Wng Mtor Transport.

a. Oganic notor transport support for the Marine aircraft
wing is provided by the MASSs of the Marine wi ng support group
(MABG . There are four MABSs in each MASG. Each Mari ne
aircraft wng has two MABSs desi gned to support a fixed-w ng
(FW conponent of a Marine aviation conbat elenment (ACE) and two
MASS to support a rotary wing (RW conponent of an ACE. These
are designated MASS/ FW and MASS/ RW r especti vel y.

(1) The MABSS is organized to provide all essential aviation

ground support to the fixed-wing or rotary wi ng conponent of an
ACE or to supplenment the garrison support provided by a
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permanent Marine Corps air station. In addition to notor
transport, this support includes security and | aw enforcenent,
phot ographi c services, air freight services, weather services,
internal airfield conmunications, crash/fire/rescue and
structural fire fighting services, essential engineer services,
aircraft and ground equi pnent refueling, aircraft recovery,
messing facilities, nedical services, training support, and

i nternal nucl ear, biological, and chem cal defense.

(2) The notor transport operations division of the MASS is
organi zed into a headquarters element and two branches: the
| i ght/ medi um not or vehicle branch and the heavy notor vehicle
branch. The fixed-wing MABS and the rotary wing MASS are
identical in overall organization, with minor differences in
nunbers of drivers assigned to sone sections. The four MABESs of
the MASG are designed to provide support for four separate
airfield sites (two per Marine anphi bious brigade ACE -- one
fixed-wing site and one rotary wing site).

b. The notor transport section, w ng headquarters consists of
the wing notor transport officer and a small admnistrative
staff. The notor transport officer perforns the general duties
of a special staff officer parallel to those of the division
notor transport officer.

3. Force Service Support G oup Mdtor Transports. The
Transportation Support Battalion (TSBn) provides notor transport
and | andi ng support to the MEF and snaller MAGIFs. TSBn can
provi de the personnel and equi pnent from which an LFSP or CSSE
is task organi zed. The TSBn has the assets required to support
all types of Navy and Marine Corps operations. Typically, it
provi des general support during anphi bious, maritinme
prepositioning force (MPF), and term nal operations.

a. Mssion. Provide tactical throughput support and
associ ated conmand and control for the MEF to facilitate the
di stribution of personnel, equipnent, and supplies by air,
ground, and sea.

(1) Tasks. Provide centralized command, control and
comuni cations of |andi ng support, distribution and throughput
functions (including port and term nal operations), nmaterial
handling, air delivery support, convoy operations, and
transportation during operations conducted by the MEF or MAGTFs
smal l er than the MEF
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(2) Provide selected heavy equipnent |ift augnentation in
support of the MEF.

(3) Transport personnel, equi pnment and supplies within
organic lift capabilities.

(4) Provide throughput and distribution of bulk, |iquid,
cont ai neri zed and dry cargo.

(5) Provide port and term nal operations at ports, beaches,
ai rheads, rail heads, and cargo term nals, and managenent of
frei ght/passenger and break bul k/ cont ai ner cargo throughput.

(6) Provide air delivery support for MEF operations.

(7) Perform basic engineer tasks required for |anding
support operations to include austere site preparations,
construction/renoval of obstacles and barriers, and
establishment of routes of egress fromthe beach when properly
augnent ed.

(8) Fromorganic assets, provide a nucleus for the task
organi zation of a LFSP / Arrival and Assenbly QOperations G oup
(AAOCG), to provide command and control structure for the |anding
support and distribution for initial conbat service support for
VEF operati ons.

(9) Provide force protection for organic units.

b. Concept of Organization. The battalion is organized to
pl an, coordi nate, and supervise the throughput and distribution
functions in support of MEF operations. It is structured to
facilitate task organi zation for operations conducted by the
battalion in support of the MEF.

c. Concept of Enploynent. The battalion is structured to
facilitate task organi zation for |anding support and throughput
operations conducted in support of the MEF. It is equipped to
provi de nmedi um t hrough heavy cargo transportation to the MEF.
Additionally, the battalion provides the initial source for
centralized conbat service support for sustained MEF operations.

4. Headquarters and Servi ce Conpany.

a. M ssi on. Provi de conmmand and control, adm nistration, and
command support functions for TSBn, FSSG
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(1) Tasks. Provide command support functions, to include
supply, ordnance, information managenent, and food service
support for the battalion.

(2) Provide organi zational naintenance for ordnance and
communi cati on-el ectroni c equi pnent.

(3) Provide support for the battalion’s |ocal security.

b. Concept of Organi zation. The conpany is organized to
pl an, coordi nate and supervi se the command support functions for
the battalion. It is structured to facilitate task organi zation
for operations conducted by the battalion in support of MAGIF
oper ati ons.

c. Concept of Enploynent. The conpany provides the comand
support functions to plan, coordi nate and supervi se the general
i nternodal transportation, |anding support, and throughput
functions conducted by the battalion in support of the MAGIF.

5. Support Conpany.

a. Mssion. Provide MHE and contai ner handling support and
general support, organizational maintenance support for engi neer
and notor transport assets of the battalion in support of MAGIF
oper ati ons.

(1) Tasks. Provide MHE support the MAGIF beyond the
organi c capability of supported units.

(2) Provide specialized MHE and cont ai ner handling support
for the nmanagenent of container/cargo throughput operations on
beaches, at ports, rail heads, air heads, and cargo term nals.

(3) Provide organizational (1%, 2" echel on) mai ntenance
support for engineer and notor transport equi pnent organic to
the battalion.

b. Concept of Organization. The conpany is organized to
pl an, coordi nate, and supervi se the command support functions of
the conpany. It is structured to facilitate task organi zation
for throughput operations conducted by the battalion in support
of the MAGTF.

c. Concept of Enploynent. The conpany provides centralized
support to expedite throughput operations in support of the
MAGTF. It is equipped with tactical engineering cranes,
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buckets, graders, forklifts, and light sets to facilitate
operations. The conpany can be task organi zed to provide
| andi ng support equi pnent to the MAGTF.

6. Beach and Term nal Operations Conpany.

a. Mssion. Provide general transportation support to
coordi nate throughput operations for the MAGTF.

(1) Tasks. Provide personnel and equi pnment for the
| oadi ng, unl oadi ng, and novenment of supplies and equi pnent at
ports, beaches, rail heads, airheads, cargo term nals, dunps and
depot s.

(2) Provide air delivery support to the MAGTF.

b. Concept of Organization. The conpany is organized to
support MAGIF t hroughput operations. It provides nanagenent and
operation of ports, airheads, rail heads, and ot her
car go/ passenger term nal operations including aerial delivery
support.

c. Concept of Enploynent. Wen directed, the conpany assunes
responsibility for the throughput operations after control of
beaches, ports and termnals is passed to the

CSSE. It provides aerial delivery support and, when augnented
by other elenents of the CSSE, controls air termnals in support
of MAGIF operations to include conducting departure airfield
control group/arrival airfield control group (DACE AACG
oper ati ons.

7. Landi ng Support Conpany.

(SHOW SLI DE 49, LANDI NG SUPPORT COVPANY CHART)

a. Mssion. Provide direct support for |anding and
t hroughput operations in support of the MAGIF(s) at helicopter
| andi ng zones, assault beaches, and airfields.

(1) Tasks. Provide shore party and/or helicopter support
teanms (HST) in direct support of assault and sustained
operations conducted by the MAGIF(S).

(2) Prepare, mark, and control assault |anding beaches or
zones as required.
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(3) Establish nmulti-class supply storage sites ashore for
t he sustai nnent of the MAGTF.

(4) Coordinate the unloading of supplies and equi pnment from
| andi ng craft, ships, and helicopters through desi gned assaul t
beaches and helicopter |anding zones (HLZ) in support of MAGIF
oper ati ons.

(5) Coordinate transportation support for the evacuation of
casual ti es, nonconbatants, and eneny prisoners of war (EPW

(6) Provide AACE DACG to control and coordi nate the | oading
and unl oadi ng of units deploying or redeploying by fixed w ng
aircraft.

b. Concept of Organization. The conpany is organized to
provi de the nucl eus of personnel and equi pnent required for a
LFSP or arrival and assenbly operations group (AAOG, for the
initial conbat service support of the MAGIF.

c. Concept of Enploynent. The conpany provides direct
| andi ng support to the MAGIF in support of anphibi ous and
hel i copter borne operations. Wen reinforced with battalion
assets and el enents of the Naval Beach G oup (NBG, it provides
the nucleus for the LSFP and AAOCG which provide initial
t hroughput and sustai nnment for the MAGTF. Upon establishnent of
the CSSE, operational control of the LFSP passes to the CSSE
commander for the continuation of direct |anding support as
requi red. The conpany coordi nates | ocal security for colored
beaches. The conpany can provi de AACGE DACG t o support
depl oyi ng/ redepl oyi ng units.

8. General Support Mtor Transport Conpany.

a. Mssion. Provide general support, nedium and heavy |ift
transportation support for throughput and sustai nment operations
in support of the MAGTF.

(1) Tasks. Provide |ine haul and distribution of bulk
water (class I) and bulk fuel (class Ill and III1[A]) for the
MAGTF.

(2) Provide nedium and heavy |ift notor transport for the

novenent of bulk dry cargo, class V and V(A), and heavy
equi pnent for the MAGTF.
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(3) Provide unit and supply point distribution of bul k
wat er and fuel for the MAGIF a required.

(4) Augnent the notor transport and supply distribution
capabilities of the Direct Support Mdtor Transport Conpany,
TSBn, FSSG as required in support of the MAGIF.

b. Concept of Organization. The conpany is organized to
pl an, coordi nate, and supervise the command, supply, and
transportation support functions for the conpany. It is
structured to facilitate task organi zation for operations
conducted by the battalion in support of MAGIF operations.

c. Concept of Enploynent. The conpany provides nedi um and
heavy |ift notor transport and bulk |iquid distribution support
to the MAGTF in sustained operations. The conpany nornally
depl oy as part of the assault follow on echelon (AFOCE). It is
enpl oyed i n general support of the MAGIF to transport cargo,
equi pnent, and personnel over extended distances for sustained
periods of tine. O ganic equipnent includes 5-ton tacti cal
cargo trucks, logistics vehicle systens (LVS), and 40 and 70-ton
sem -trailers.

9. Direct Support Mtor Transport Conpany.

a. Mssion. Provide direct and general support, nedium and
heavy lift transportation support, and supply support for
t hroughput and sustai nment operations of the CSSE in support of
t he MAGTF.

(1) Tasks. Provide line haul and distribution of bul k
water (class I) and bulk fuel (class Ill and II1[A] for the
CSSE.

(2) Provide nedium and heavy |ift notor transport for the
novenent of bulk dry cargo, class V and V(A), and heavy
equi pnent in support of CSSE operations.

(3) Augnent the personnel lift capability, as required, of
el ements of the MAGTF.

b. Concept of Organization. The conpany is organized to
pl an, coordi nate, and supervise the command, supply, and
transportation support functions for the conpany in support of
the CSSE's mssion. It is equipped with 5-ton tactical cargo
trucks, LVS, and sixcon fuel and water nodul es.
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c. Concept of Enploynent. The conpany is structured to
provi de sustai ned, direct support transportation and supply
support to the CSSE and general support transportation and
supply support to the MAGIF. It transports cargo, equipnent,
fuel, water, and personnel over extended di stances for sustai ned
periods of tine.
