EXTRACT INFORMATION FROM MARINE CORPS 

TOTAL FORCE SYSTEM (MCTFS)

LEARNING OBJECTIVES.  The purpose of this lesson is used to provide you with an overview of how to extract information from MCTFS.  There are no learning objectives associated with this lesson.

1.  VIDEO INQUIRY SYSTEM (VIS).  The VIS provides users with procedures to access and review Marines Corps Total Force System (MCTFS) data on individual Marines.

    a.  Bond and Allotment (B&A) System.  Units have been given access to the B&A System.  This capability allows the unit to view individual allotments on Marines in the unit.  On-line units will normally prepare allotments utilizing the B&A System.  MCO P5200.22 provides additional information on accessing the B&A System.

    b.  Central Master File (CMF).  On-line units have been given access to the CMF.  This capability allows the unit to view the CMF of each Marine in the unit.  MCO P5200.00 provides additional information for accessing the CMF.

    c.  Transaction Research File (TRF).  The TRF contains all transactions that processed (either successfully or unsuccessfully) in the master file update cycle.  All transactions, whether submitted by the RUC/DSSN or CMC, are located on the TRF.  Transactions will appear on the TRF for approximately 4 months.  If the requirement exists for tracking UD’s or transactions that are older than 4 months, contact the MISSO.  The English descriptions or error code found on the TRF can be determined by checking the TTC and error code against the error code tables available at the MISSO.  The User’s manual for the On-Line Diary System (OLDS) provides additional information for accessing the TRF.  

2.   ACCESSING THE 3270 APPLICATION.  The 3270 application can be accessed using IBM Host On-Demand Software via the internet.  On the internet address line type in one of the following address:

3.  ACCESSING THE CUSTOMER INFORMATION CONTROL SYSTEM (CICS).  The CICS is accessed via the 3270 application under Kansas City’s domain.  To access CICS you will have to log in with a valid Userid and Password.

4.  CUSTOMER INFORMATION CONTROL SYSTEM (CICS).  The CICS provides users with procedures to access and review MCTFS data on individual Marines.  CICS is a menu driven process.  CICS contains the following applications:

    a.  Precompute of Selective Reenlistment Bonus Program (SRBP) – Option 2.  The Online SRB Pre-compute application is used to pre-compute BSSRB/SRBs for immediate reenlistments as well as broken reenlistments executed within 90 days of separation from active service. 

    b.  Marine Corps Total Force System (MCTFS) Menu – Option 3.  Provides for the viewing of the Central Master File (CMF) on individual Marines, Unit Reports, and Individual Reports. 

    c.  Performance Evaluation Record – Option 4.  Displays a listing of fitness reports on file for individual Marines both active and reserve, up until 30 September 1998.  To review any FITREP’s after 30 September 1998, Marines should use MMSB web page at https://www.mmsb.usmc.mil.


    d.  Validation and Extract File Menu Process (VEF1200) – Option 5.  Provides for the viewing of VEF1200 data elements on individual Marines.

    e.  TRS Remark Summary – Option 6.  Provides consolidated, selected data elements from the MMPA projected onto screens so that the user will have pertinent data compressed into a smaller, more workable viewing area.  This is a listing for the viewing of pay related data elements from the CMF.

    f.  MCTFS Retrieval – Option 7.  Provides for the viewing of the MCTFS UD Retrieval System.  The Transaction Research File (TRF) contains all transactions that processed (either successfully or unsuccessfully) in the master file update cycle.  All transactions, whether submitted by the RUC/DSSN or HQMC, are located on the TRF.  Transactions will appear on the TRF for approximately 4 months.  If the requirement exists for tracking UD's or transactions that are older than 4 months, contact the MISSO.  The English descriptions or error code found on the TRF can be determined by checking the TTC and error code against the error code tables available at the MISSO.

    g.  MCTFS OLDS – Option 9.  Provides access to On-line UD System, Diary Feedback Reports, Diary Statistics Reports, Diary Management Reports, etc.

    h.  Bonds and Allotments (B&A) – Option 10. Provides access to the Bonds and Allotments System (B&A).  Units have been given access to the B&A System. This capability allows the unit to view individual allotments on Marines in the unit.  On-line units will normally prepare allotments utilizing the B&A system.  

    i.  MCTFS LES Review – Option 11.  Provides for the viewing and printing of individual On-line LES's.  It may be used at any time when a copy of the LES is not available.  You can also view or retrieve an LES via EMSS at www.dfas.mil/emss. 


    j.  DD/EFT Trace Inquiry – Option 13.  The DD/EFT Trace Inquiry provides the online capability to obtain the trace number issued to each EFT payment each payday.  When a member who is receiving pay by EFT does not receive a payday payment at the financial institution, the trace number can be used to track the payment.  The trace number is changed each payday.

    k.  Online LES Print – Option 14.  Provides for the batch printing capability of on-line LES's.


    l.  BAH Online View – Option 15.  This option allows a read only view of the current and first prior BAH ZIP CODE and BAH rates (with/without dependents).  

This application can be used in place of the hard copy BAH table to verify current BAH table information. 


    m.  IATS Online View – Option 16.  Provides for access to travel settlement information for the DFAS-KSC disbursing symbol.


    n.  MCTFS Error Code Tables – Option 17.  The MCTFS Error Code Tables provide the online capability of viewing the English description of all errors and the research codes associated with the processing of a transaction as reflected in the Diary Retrieval System (DRS).
