1.  CONFINEMENT ORDERS                        

    a.  Authority to Confine.  

        (1) Only a commanding officer exercising command authority over a commissioned officer or a warrant officer may order that officer into arrest or confinement.

        (2) A commanding officer may authorize commissioned officers, warrant officers, petty officers, or noncommissioned officers to order enlisted personnel of their command, or subject to their authority, into arrest or confinement.  This authority is normally restricted to commissioned officers.

    b.  Reasons to confine - there are only three reasons a Marine can be placed in confinement.

        (1) Seriousness of the offense (Pretrial)

        (2) To ensure the Marine’s presence at the trial  (Pretrial)

        (3) The Marine was ordered there by a court-martial or was awarded correctional custody at NJP.

    c.  Notification of Confinement.
        (1) A copy of all documents involving the reasons for a sentence to confinement shall be made available, via the commanding officer, to the brig officer.

        (2) When personnel are placed in confinement awaiting trial by court-martial, immediate steps shall be taken to inform them of the specific charges against them.  This should be accomplished within 48 hours after they are placed in confinement.
    d.  Confinement Order.  

        (1) Except for emergencies, no person shall be confined without a written order to confinement.

        (2) A confinement order shall be signed by the duty officer, officer of the day, or other officer designated by the commanding officer authorized to confine personnel.

        (3) The confinement order will include the following information:

            (a) Identification of the individual to be confined.

Article 43 of the UCMJ states, in part, that a person charged with an offense is not liable, and cannot be tried by courts-martial, if the offense was committed more than five years before the receipt of sworn charges by an officer exercising summary court-martial (SCM) jurisdiction.  The five year period is called a statute of limitation.  A period of unauthorized absence will not interrupt this statute of limitation.  By completing Block 13 of the DD Form 458, the statute of limitation for an offense is complied with.  Simply insert the hour the charges were received by the unit, the date, the designation of command (your unit), and the name and grade of the officer receiving the charges.  Ensure that this officer has summary court-martial jurisdiction over the accused.  The adjutant or legal officer signing for the commanding officer.

1.  Summary Court-Martial.

    a.  Function.  The function of a summary court-martial is for the convening authority to properly adjudicate minor offenses committed by Marines in their units, using a simple court-martial procedure and ensuring the interest of the Government and the accused are safeguarded.  

    b.  Requisites.  The requisites of a summary court-martial are:

        (1) Jurisdiction - The convening authority must have jurisdiction over the accused.  Summary courts-martial only have the power to try enlisted personnel.  

         (2) Convening Order - Summary courts-martial must be convened in writing by the convening authority.    The convening authority for a summary court-martial is a person in the accused's chain of command having authority to convene summary courts-martial.  

    c.  Composition.  A summary court-martial is composed of one commissioned officer designated as the summary court-martial officer.  The summary court-martial officer acts as the judge, jury, prosecutor, and defense counsel for the accused.  


d.  Rights.  The accused at a summary court-martial has the following rights:

        (1) Refusal of trial - The accused may refuse a summary court-martial prior to arraignment of trial.  

        (2) Civilian Counsel - The accused does not have the right to government counsel at a summary court-martial, but may hire a civilian counsel at his own expense.  

        (3) Witnesses and Evidence - The accused may request witnesses and evidence for his defense.  

    e.  Maximum Punishment.  The maximum punishment that may be adjudged at a summary court-martial is confinement for 1 month, forfeiture of two-thirds of one month’s pay for one month, reduction of one pay grade for Sergeants and above and reduction to pay grade E-1 for Corporals and below.  

    f.  Pretrial Procedures.  Prior to commencement of a summary court-martial the following pretrial procedures will have occurred:

          (1) The preliminary inquiry into the offense has been conducted. 

          (2) The convening authority determined that the offense will be tried at a summary court-martial.


     (3) The convening authority directed that a request for legal services (RLS) be prepared providing the summary court-martial officer's name and any other pertinent information to prepare the charge sheet.

          (4) The charge sheet and convening order have been prepared.


      (5) The charges were preferred - the accuser swore under oath, before an officer authorized to administer oaths, that the charges are true to the best of his knowledge. 



 (6) The accused was informed of the charges against him. 


      (7) The summary court-martial convening authority receipted for the charge sheet.  


      (8) The convening authority referred the charges to a summary court-martial that has been convened. 


      (9) The accused was served with a copy of the charge sheet:

        (10) The summary court-martial officer was given the charge sheet, convening order and all documentary evidence to begin the trial procedure.

4.  SUMMARY COURTS-MARTIAL RECORD OF TRIAL:   

 a.  Ensure the record of trial includes the charge sheets, the convening order, and the summary court-martial appointing order.  If no convening order is available, the charge sheet must be annotated accordingly.

    b.  Verify the information from block 1 against the accused's service record, block 2 against the convening order, and block 3 against the appointing order.
