DEPENDENCY APPLICATION

1.  INTRODUCE LEARNING OBJECTIVES
a.  Terminal Learning Objective.  With the aid of references, given pay related source documentation, applicable blank forms, complete the pay related documents without typographical/information error, in accordance with the references.  (0121.4.18)

b.  Enabling Learning Objective.  With the aid of the references, and given quarters and allowance situations, a blank Dependency Application (NAVMC 10922), prepare the Dependency Application (NAVMC 10922) for each situation, in accordance with the references.  (0121.4.18e)

2.  TYPES OF BASIC ALLOWANCE FOR HOUSING (BAH)
      

     a.  BAH partial, BAH without dependents, BAH with dependents, and BAH difference.

     b.  The amount payable for each of the four types of BAH is determined automatically by the member’s pay grade and location.

3.  BAH PARTIAL.  Personnel without dependents, who are                    assigned to single-type government quarters, on field or sea duty and who are not entitled to receive any other type of BAH are entitled to BAH Partial.


4.  BAH WITHOUT DEPENDENTS.  The typical conditions                   for entitlement of BAH without dependents are:

     a.  No government quarters are available at the permanent duty station.

     b.  Insufficient space in government quarters at the permanent duty station.

     c.  A Gunnery Sergeant or above elects not to occupy government quarters that are available at the permanent duty station when not assigned field duty or sea duty.

d.  When a Marine is married to another service-member and both service-members are stationed at the same military installation/adjacent installation, and family-type quarters are not assigned to them and they live together in the same household and have no other dependents.  An active duty spouse is not a dependent. 

4.  BAH WITH DEPENDENTS.  A Marine with dependents                  is entitled to BAH at the with dependents rate when the government does not provide adequate public (government) quarters for the Marine and family.

5.  BAH DIFFERENCE                                                                              

     a.  BAH Difference is the difference between BAH with dependents and BAH without dependents.

     b.  Public Law 102-190 made sweeping changes to BAH entitlements for Marines who are in receipt of BAH solely for child support and assigned to single government quarters.  
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6. ELIGIBLE DEPENDENTS                                                                  

a.  Eligible dependents are spouse, legitimate children, stepchildren, adopted children, children born out of wedlock, natural parents, adopted parents, loco parentis and step parents.

b.  The following guidelines and source documents must be adhered to when applying for BAH with dependents:

(1) Spouse:

(a) Marriage certificate.

(b) Divorce decree (if applicable).

(c) Proof of date of birth (birth 

certificate,driver’s license).

(d) CO will approve BAH from date of 

marriage.

(2) Legitimate children (child(ren) born

of that marriage):  The start date is date of marriage to spouse.  BAH is not affected by a dependent gain.

(a) Certified copy of birth certificate.

             (b) CO will approve from the date of birth for the child to become dependent.

             (c) BAH amount is not affected by a dependent gain.

(3) Stepchildren:

(a) Certified copy of birth certificate.

  


(b) Child’s dependency affidavit form 

completed by child’s custodian.

(4) Adopted children:                                                                                                                     

(a) Certified copy of birth

certificate.
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(b) Child’s dependency affidavit form 

completed by child’s custodian.

(c) Certified copy of adoption decree.

(d) CO will approve from the date of 

adoption or the date the adopted child become dependent upon the Marine.

(5) Illegitimate children/children born out

of wedlock:

(a) Certified copy of the child’s 

birth certificate.

(b) Child’s dependency affidavit form 

completed by child’s custodian.

(c) A statement under oath signed by

the Marine father attesting to the fact that he is the natural parent.

(d) A statement under oath signed by the 

Marine indicating the amount and method support the Marine has provided each month. 

(e) Certified copies of all legal and

court documents involved with parentage or support of the child.

(f) CO can approve BAH on behalf of 

illegitimate children and will be started the date of birth or the date proof of support has been verified (whichever is later).
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(6) Parents, step-parents, parents by adoption

or persons who stood in loco parentis:

(a) Parent dependency affidavit/loco 

parentis affidavit form completed by parent, step-parent, adopted parent or loco parentis parent.

(b) The support provided by the Marine is 

more than one-half of the parent’s expenses.

(c) Only HQMC can approve requests for 

parents and they will initiate the UD entry accordingly.

(7) BAH with dependents will be terminated 

once the member is no longer supporting the dependent that entitled him/her to BAH.

7.  NONELIGIBLE DEPENDENTS.  The following persons can         not be claimed as dependents for BAH entitlement:

a. Divorced spouse of the Marine, regardless of 

whether alimony is paid.

b. A child not related to the member by blood or 

marriage, unless adopted by the member.

c. A stepchild after divorce of the Marine from

the natural parent, unless adopted by the Marine. 

d. A Marine's child who is adopted by a third

 party.

e.  Parents of a Marine’s spouse - Parents-in-law.
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f.  Brothers, sisters, aunts, uncles,

grandparents,or any other relatives, unless such a relative stood in loco parentis for a minimum of five continuous years prior to the Marine attaining 21 years of age.

g.  Stepparent after divorce from the natural

parent, unless a loco parentis relationship exists.

h. A child supported and claimed for BAH purposes 

by another service member. 

i. A parent, including stepparent or a parent in 

loco parentis, who is supported and claimed for BAH  purposes by another U.S. service member. 

j.  Another active duty member of the Armed Forces. 

k.   Children 21 years of age or older, unless they 

have been certified as incapacitated by a competent authority or are enrolled full time as a college student.
8. MEMBER MARRIED TO MEMBER.  Two active duty members married to each other are entitled to BAH Active Duty Spouse (BAH at the without dependent rate) when they have no children, neither one has been approved/is claiming a parent for BAH purposes and are not assigned to single or family type government quarters.  

     a.  When the members have a child born of their marriage one member (normally the senior member) is entitled to BAH at the with dependent rate providing they do not live in family type government quarters.
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
