1.  LEARNING OBJECTIVES.
    A.  TERMINAL LEARNING OBJECTIVES.

        (1) Given a complete service record (SRB/OQR), compute  readjusted Pay Entry Base Date (PEBD) AFADBD/PEBD/EAF accurately per per DODFMR, MCO P1080.40 (MCTFSPRIM), MCO P5000.14 (MCAP) and DFAS-KS 7220.31 (APSM) (0170.03.06) 

        (2) Given a complete service record (SRB/OQR), a situation requiring adjustment to the AFADBD, and references, compute Armed Forces Active Duty Base Date (AFADBD) accurately, per DODFMR, MCO P1080.40 (MCTFSPRIM), MCO P5000.14 (MCAP), and DFAS-KC 7220.31 (APSM) (0170.03.07)

    B.  ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVES. 

         (1) With the aid of references, and given a SR, choose the information from the SR required for calculating the PEBD, in accordance with the reference.  (0170.03.06a)

        (2) With the aid of references, and given information from the service record required for calculating the PEBD, recalculate the PEBD, in accordance with the references.  (0170.03.06b)

        (3) With the aid of references and given a SR, choose the information from the SR required for calculating the AFADBD, in accordance with the references.  (0170.03.07a)

        (4) With the aid of references and given information from a SR required for calculating the ABFADBD, recalculate the AFADBD, in accordance with the references.  (0170.03.07b)

1.  DATE OF ORIGINAL ENTRY ARMED FORCES (DEAF)  (PRIM 5-28) This date normally is entered automatically into the MCTFS during the accession process as the date an individual Marine was first appointed or enlisted into any Armed Forces Component. The DEAF includes enlistment into the DEP, entrance as a cadet or midshipman at a U.S. Service academy and enlistment as a reservist in the Senior ROTC Program.
2.  CREDITABLE SERVICE  (DODFMR PG 1-3 thru 1-9)  Creditable service is based upon the total inactive or active time a Marine may spend in any branch of service regardless of component minus time lost or a break in service.  There are exceptions to this rule.      

3.  SOURCE DOCUMENTS  (PRIM PG 5-31) For enlisted Marines, periods of creditable active federal service can normally be obtained from the enlistment contract(DD From 4/3, Application for Enlistment (Form 1966).  For officers, it will be necessary to view other supporting documents (i.e., DD Forms 214, orders, etc.) in addition to the Appointment Acceptance Record 

NAVMC 763.

4.  EXPIRATION OF OBLIGATED SERVICE (EOS)  (PRIM PG 5-30/TABLE 5-2 PG 5-39)  The EOS is the termination date of the obligation under the term of the Military Selective Service (MSS) Act.  The MSO (statutory) is not considered terminated upon discharge or other separation for the purpose of immediate entry or reentry in: 

    a.  The same or any other component of the Armed Forces.  

    b.  The same or any other status.

    a.  Marines who enlisted prior to 840601 assumed a 6 year  service obligation computed from their Armed Forces Active Duty Base Date.  

    b.  Marines who enlisted on or after 840601 assumed a 8 year service obligation computed from their Date Entered Armed Forces.

    c.  Therefore if a Marine is discharged and reenlist within his 6 or 8 year service obligation, their PEBD does not change, AFADBD does.

5.  PAY ENTRY BASE DATE (PEBD)  (PRIM PG 5-27/DODFMR 1-3)  Computation of creditable service provides a basic date for use in determining the date when the Marine is entitled to increased basic pay.  This basic date is the PEBD.  

    a.  PEBD is normally changed upon Time Lost (TL) or a break in service. 

    b.  All PEBD computations start from the date of the member's most recent entry on active duty without a break in service.  

        (1) Officer.  The PEBD for Officer is established by CMC when the officer is appointed or reappointed.  It is recorded on the Appointment Acceptance Record.

            a.  Discrepancies discovered while at TBS will be forwarded to CMC (MROA) for resolution.

            b.  Discrepancies discovered after TBS will be forwarded to CMC (MMSB-10) for resolution.

            c.  Changes to Officers PEBD by CMC will appear on the DFR with an origin of "HQ". 

*RUs are not allowed to report changes to officer's PEBD on unit diary.

        (2) ENLISTED  For enlisted members, the original pay entry base date is established at the time of entry into the Marine Corps.

            a.  Enlistments prior to 850101 and placed in the delayed entry program (DEP) and on the initial enlistment the PEBD is the same date as the enlistment.  

            b.  Enlistments on or after 850101 and placed in the delayed entry program (DEP) and on initial enlistment the PEBD is the same as the date assigned to active duty.
            c. Changes to PEBD for enlisted Marine will be reported on unit diary with the following statement:

6.  ARMED FORCES ACTIVE DUTY BASE DATE (AFADBD)  

(PRIM PG 5-31) This date is a constructive date composed from active duty service performed in any branch of the Armed Forces, as modified by time lost or periods not creditable as active federal service.  Reporting Procedures.

    a.  Enlisted Marines original AFADBD is entered at the time the Marine is accessed into the MCTFS.

    b.  In case of officers reporting to their first duty station, it is the responsibility of the RU to ensure that the ACDU BASE DATE is computed and reported on the UD as part of the JOIN entry for the officer concerned.

    c.  To change ACDU Base Date report as follows:

                (1) 8-byte date (YYYYMMDD)

7.  COMPUTATION  (DODFMR PG 1-10 thru 15) After determining the initial basic pay date (PEBD), compute creditable service for all periods prior to that date.  If the Marine had any periods of service during which there was time lost, add the time lost period to any creditable service period separately.

    a.  The five steps for Computation of creditable service as follow:

        (1) List beginning dates of service for each separate period of service, without changing any of them, add them together.

        (2) List all ending dates, add them together.  

        (3) Subtract the result in (a) from the result in (b).

        (4) For non-continuous period of service, add 1 day to account for inclusive days.

        (5) Convert to full years, months, and days.  

    b.  For PEBD, take the Marine’s date of most recent enlistment without a break in service, subtract the total creditable service.  

    c.  For AFADBD, take the Marine’s date of most recent enlistment without a break in service, subtract the total active service.
