THE SR 2-04 UD/MIPS CLIENT SOFTWARE MAY BE LOADED FROM A CD OR PLACED ON A SERVER WITH 2.0 GB OF FREE HARD DRIVE SPACE FOR SOFTWARE INSTALL STAGING AREA.  MINIMIUM SPECIFICATION FOR A PC: A MOUSE, 256 COLOR VIDEO CARD 800 X 600 RESOLUTION, WINDOWS NT (SERVICE PACK 5A) OR 2000 (SERVICE PACK 2A) OPERATING SYSTEM AND A CD-ROM 24 X. A PC WITHOUT A DATABASE (CLIENT) INSTALLED REQUIRES 128 MB RAM, 5 GB FREE HARD DRIVE SPACE, PENTIUM II 400 MHZ PROCESSOR.  A PC WITH A DATABASE (PERSONAL) INSTALL REQUIRES 256 MB RAM, 10 GB FREE HARD DRIVE SPACE ON EITHER THE C OR D DRIVES, AND A PENTIUM II 400 MHZ PROCESSOR.
