2. Ranges: 

a. RSO’s:  Do you have Range Safety Officers?  (In order to conduct live fire training aboard MCB, Camp Lejeune, you must have (2) RSO’s per range.  Certification classes are offered at Range Control, MCB, Camp Lejeune every Friday at 0900 and units can request a special classes. All RSO’s must have certified RSO cards in hand in order to sign for ranges.)

b. EOD support: EOD must be informed when high explosive grenades are thrown on any grenade range. It is up to the using unit to contact EOD at least 5 working days prior to the throwing date to coordinate support. EOD phone number is (910)449-0558

c. All Maneuver Ranges require a special range request and a detailed plan of the scheme of maneuver. Requests must be submitted to the RSU S-3 at a Minimum of 21 days prior to the use of the Range. So Range Control will have sufficient time to approve the range request.

d. Pop up Targets: If the range that is requested has electronic targets (pit systems) using unit must request the targets when submitting the TAR. The unit is responsible for the operation of the target system. Range Control will ensure that the targets are set up prior to the start of the range. Range Control has classes available to learn how to operate the target system that can be scheduled through the RSU S-3.

e. All Ranges require Corpsman, Safety Vehicle and 2 means of communication to Range Control.

f. Submit 4 Months out during the MPC.
