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FROM THE COMMANDING OFFICER





Life is a "team sport".  Marines know that well in the performance of our duties.  That same idea holds in our "non-duty" lives as well.





This becomes especially important as we undergo changes in our lives, whether it is a change of duty station, new duty assignment, birth of a child, or problems encountered in the normal course of our lives. 


There are a number of affiliations in the lives of families where support can be found- church, friends, extended family are the most common.  Those certainly vary between families in need of support, and may not be readily present or available in time of change or need.





It is pretty clear that the need for support can occur at any time, as well as with some degree of predictability.  In some cases it is minor- a question to be answered.  In other cases it more significant and real assistance is required.  A family comes to camp Lejeune and there are questions about jobs, day care or housing.  A baby is born and new responsibilities and requirements are pressed on a family.  A crisis occurs and a family is not able to meet some obligations or is otherwise in need of support or assistance.





Our School Of Infantry family is working to help fill this need and get better at caring for each other.  We are committed to meeting a number of well identified needs in our command like sponsorship and welcoming new joins, having a full spectrum of support and assistance available for referral, and improving communications.  The mechanics are not complicated.  The heart and soul of it is nothing more than good old-fashioned genuine concern for each other expressed with our Key Volunteer Network.





As we work to improve or put in place a number of these actions, we are in need of those who can assist in a variety of capacities- some as Key Volunteers, some as one who is willing to give a small part of themselves.





Please consider helping out.  You may have already gotten a call, or will get one soon, asking you to help out as a Key Volunteer, or a babysitter, or a telephone tree caller.  These are VIP-very important positions.  Please say "yes" when called.
